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SCHIZOPHRENIA
The diseased brain first shows
damage (pink) at the back, in the
parietal lobe. This area helps integrate
information from the senses, and
damage might cause hallucinations.
Over the next five years the
abnormalities move forward.

A BETTER DRUG?
Olanzapine, a newer antipsychotic
used to treat schizophrenia, appears
to prevent more damage than an
older drug, haloperidol, in a pre-
liminary study. Red, green and yellow
areas indicate greater cell loss.

ALZHEIMER’S
Cell loss, shown in red and white,
first hits areas involved in emotions
and memory, then quickly moves to
the front of the brain to affect regions
involved in self-control.
